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Wooden Can Knockdown
Contents:
15 wooden cans 
3 throwing sticks
1 wood marker (black)
Game rules and assembly instructions
Wooden crate
Number of players is optional; either each person plays alone, or can form teams when there are many players.
A paper and pencil or chalk are required to write down the points.
The box goes on the ground with the long wide side and bottom facing the thrower.
The cans are constructed as a pyramid on the narrow side of the box.
(See layout diagram on the back)
Depending on the difficulty, place the wood marker at about two to five meters as a throwing line on the floor.
Each player or team starts with 50 points that they must get rid of.
 It goes like this: three are thrown in succession, then the number the number of cans that have completely fallen to the ground are counted. These are deducted from the 50 points, the score is noted and the cans rebuilt.
Now it's the next one's turn.
However, caution!!!!! You must hit exactly zero at the end.
For this, you don't necessarily have to take advantage of the three throws
For example, when there's only 6 points to zero,
 only 6 cans can fall,
if unsuccessful, you must continue to throw again with 20 points
 The game ends when a player or team reaches zero.
Of course, your own variations as possible, such as those from the familiar metal can knockdown. 
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
