How to Play
Contents of the game:

9 wooden skittles

2 throwing sticks

1 wooden marker (black)

Game rules and assembly instructions 

Number of players: up to 6 people

Age: from 9 years old

Game structure: For a simple and quick setup, the playing board is laid on the ground in such a way that the corner with the three yellow circles (5 points) is directed at you. Set up the skittles according to the plan, simply align with the colours of the skittles. Depending on the difficulty, place the black wooden marker 6-10 metres away on the floor as a throwing line. 

The aim is to reach exactly 120 points. This should be written down.

Game play: Each player has two throws in a row. (The way in which the stick is thrown, either vertically or horizontally, is left to the thrower.) The points on the overturned skittles are counted, but be careful, of course, the fallen sticks with the minus points (red and yellow) are also directly deducted.

Then all the skittles are set up again, and it's the next player's turn.

If you have about 70 points, you should make sure that you do not get over 120 points with your next few throws. Because then you will fall back to 70 points and must keep trying.

The game ends when the first player has reached 120 points. 

Be careful, you can also get into the minus range, which is difficult to get out of again. So, aim well from the start.
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
